    Note: ABOR requires that priority be given to teachers in a high-poverty school or who aren’t highly qualified (NCLB) or in a rural school or preparing to be a teacher-leader. Also, your principal or asst. principal must get involved up front in determining your needs and designing strategies, and meet occasionally with us (can be by phone conference call). We’ll try to fund at least half tuition for ALL teachers who apply, though – as usual.
