(In April 2007 I called them. I was told that shots and titres are given on a walk-in basis. An MMR shot costs $75. Alternatively a person can have a blood test (titre) for MMR immunity; it costs $65, and it takes 48 hours to get the results back. -- Jane Jackson)








(In April 2007 I obtained information about the next two vaccination companies from 602-506-6068: the Maricopa County government.  Press 1; then press 5. -- Jane J)

Wednesday and Thursday, 1 - 4pm


Cost: $21 fee + cost of shot, which I couldn't find out.


(April 2007: I was told that this is the only adult immunization clinic of Maricopa County government. They have other locations, but they are only for children up to age 18. -- Jane J)








(Banner Health: I was told by them, in April 2007, that they DON'T give MMR shots to ASU students, except for ASU nursing students. This policy might change in the future, a staff person told me.  -- Jane J)
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
