I only use Expo markers, (NOT Expo 2); my experience with Expo 2 and other brands is that they are harder to remove from the whiteboard. Perhaps that translates to clothing as well....

    MEK will also work.  Methyl Ethyl Keytone may also remove paint from surfaces though.  It is being removed from some store shelves. However I found it still in stock at ACE hardware here in Kansas.  I do not believe it causes cancer but it certainly is a volatile organic solvent.  It is not recommended for the cheap whiteboards or for prolonged exposure times either, but it does do the trick for Sharpie on bare metal surfaces.  It is definitely not good on plastics either.  Just like most cleaners say, you should test it on an inconspicuous place first.  As you have already deduced, I have not actually tried it on whiteboards.
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
